The tempta-

tion in the face of perceived 

scarcity is to rush to acquire 

more and hoard what we have. 

 

     Jesus said that ñoneôs life 

does not consist in the abun-

dance of possessions.ò (Luke 

12:15)  ñDo not lay up for 

yourselves treasures on earth, 

where moth and rust consume 

and where thieves break in and 

steal, but lay up for yourselves 

treasures in heaven, where nei-

ther moth nor rust consumes 

and where thieves do not break 

in and steal.  For where your 

treasure is, there will your 

heart be also.ò (Matthew 6:19) 

 

     Acquiring more will never 

bring us abundance.  As soon 

as we get a little more, the task 

grows bigger and our expecta-

tions increase. 

 

     Abundance is experienced 

on a completely different 

plane.  Jesus spoke of ñan 

a b u n d a n c e  o f  t h e 

heart.ò (Luke 6:45)  He 

spoke to an inner experience 

of abundance that no exter-

nal circumstance could ever 

diminish. 

 

     When we experience in-

ner abundance we discover 

that ña good measure, 

pressed down, shaken to-

gether, running over,ò has 

been ñput into your lap.ò   

This abundance is never dis-

covered by accumulating and 

hoarding.  Abundance is 

only experienced by giving.  

ñThe measure you give will 

be the measure you get 

back.ò (Luke 6:38) 

 

     We do not need more of 

those things we ex-

perience as scarce in 

order to be fully alive.  

Fullness of life resides 

in the human ability to 

choose what is truly 

valuable and truly rich.  

It touches the essen-

tials of what it means 

to be human living in 

community with oneôs 

fellow humans. 

     When Jesus was 

asked for the key to 

life he repeated the 

same word twice.  He 

said ñLove.ò (Luke 

10:27)  Only love 

unlocks abundance. 

 

     Life furnishes us with an 

endless supply of love.  

Love never runs out.  In 

fact the essential nature of 

existence is love.  As we 

live in love, abundance 

multiplies.  We know our-

selves to be the recipients 

of an overflowing resource 

of the only gift necessary 

for true life.

Holy Trinity Titbit No. 2  

The senior lay people in an Anglican 

parish are the two churchwardens.  

One is known as the Rectorõs Church-

warden and the other is know as the 

Peopleõs Churchwarden.  Both church-

wardens have identical authority and 

responsibilities.  The difference in their titles 

only denotes how they became churchwar-

dens.  At the Annual Vestry Meeting the Rec-

tor announces who he or she has selected to 

be the Rectorõs Churchwarden.  At the same 

meeting, members of the Vestry elect the    

Peopleõs Churchwarden.   

To be eligible to be appointed or 

elected to the Office of Churchwar-

den, a person must be a regular 

Communicant member of the Ves-

try who has attained the age of 18 

years.  Churchwardens hold Office 

for one year, and if re -appointed or re -

elected may serve a total of five consecutive 

years, after which one year must elapse be-

fore being appointed or elected to the office 

again.
